Alternative route is via: Eastbound - C116 Bradenham Road / Church Street / Hale Road / Bradenham Road, C117 School Road / Cook Road / Necton Road / Hale Road / Tuns Road, A47, A1075 Tavern Lane / South Green / Shipdham Road / Dereham Road / Market Street / Chapel Street / Church Close / High Street / Watton Road
Westbound - C116 Bradenham Road, A1075 Watton Road / High Street / Church Close / Chapel Street / Market Street / Dereham Road / Shipdham Road / South Green / Yaxham Road, A47, C117 Tuns Road / Hale Road / Necton Road / Cook Road / School Road, C116 Bradenham Road / Hale Road / Church Street / Bradenham Road (Bradenham, Holme Hale, Necton, Dereham, Shipdham).).

Vehicular access will be permitted to a final destination in the Road where signs indicating such access is possible and permitted are in place.

[bookmark: _Hlk160456824]The Order shall automatically revoke on the completion of the works when the closure is no longer necessary or otherwise on the 18th April 2025 without further notice. 

If necessary, the restriction could run for a maximum period of 18 months from the date the Order is effective.

A person who contravenes, or who uses or permits the use of a vehicle in contravention of the closure imposed by the Order shall be guilty of an offence. 
 

Penalty: £1000 maximum fine on conviction and/or endorsement for contravention.


In the event of the start date being delayed the new start date will be displayed on site in advance.
